Galt Old Car Festival’s  Home

The McFarland Living History Ranch, the  location for our Old-Car Festival, is the site of one of the first pioneer ranches in Galt.  At one time, 3800 acres of land west of Galt belonged to Mr. John McFarland.  Mr. McFarland came from Scotland to Canada as a child.  He lived in Galt, Canada.  Later he traveled west seeking gold, but discovered the real gold was in this fertile valley in California.

As a prosperous wheat farmer, John McFarland was respected by those living in the nearby railroad town.  When the time came to give the town a name, he was chosen to do so.  John McFarland chose the name of Galt, the area in Canada where he had lived as a child.

Because he gave our city its name, and because he was a successful pioneer rancher, the Galt Area Historical Society, Inc. is restoring the ranch to the days of the turn of 20th century.

You are invited to tour the ranch and learn more about this historical restoration project. Due to insurance recommendations, NO PETS are permitted at the Ranch. Because the McFarland Ranch is a Sacramento County park, NO SMOKING is allowed on the grounds.
